Fukuoka: Top 10 of the world’s most livable cities
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Fukuoka is known as a city where "urban life and nature are in balance."

We live in Japan’s 5th largest city, and almost every year, Fukuoka ranks in the Top 10 of the world’s most livable cities, according to the British magazine Monocle.

The city is well-connected, making it easy to access sightseeing spots, nature areas, and more (pause) from the central area.

In Fukuoka, you can enjoy modern city life alongside Japanese traditions, such as traditional festivals and beautiful natural scenery.

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Kyushu University is located in Fukuoka, on Kyushu Island in southern Japan, with a population of about 1.6 millions.

Fukuoka is internationally accessible via Fukuoka Airport, just 15 minutes by subway from the city center. 

There are no direct flights from the UK though, connections are easy (pause) through Tokyo or other Asian cities.

Fukuoka is also a hub for startups, attracting both local and global companies.

OK, let me introduce Kyushu University based on our Fast Facts Data.
Our University was established in 1911 and we are the 4th oldest national university in Japan. 

In the QS World University Rankings 2024, Kyushu University is ranked 165th position in the world. 
Domestically, it is in the 6th position among 800 universities and colleges in Japan.

We have 12 undergraduate schools, and 19 graduate schools from various research fields for Social Sciences and Natural Science.
More than 18,000 students including about 2,500 international students are studying here at Kyushu University.

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Here are information of our undergraduate schools and graduate schools.

Regarding the language of instruction, most undergraduate schools use Japanese, except for the three highlighted in red. 

Which means you can take courses in English at the School of Interdisciplinary Science and Innovation, the School of Engineering, and the School of Agriculture.

Also, all graduate schools offer international programs that are taught in English.


= JTW & JLCC: Programs at International Student Center

JTW : Japan in Today’s World

The 10-month / 1 Semester program that enrolls international students mainly from partner
institutions, all taught in English -

JLCC : Japanese Language and Culture Course
The 11-month program that offers courses taught in Japanese to
international students who major in Japanese language and culture
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Next, let me talk about our JTW and JLCC programs.

JTW (Japan in Today’s World) is Kyushu University’s largest student exchange program, designed mainly for undergraduate students,

Which offers academic courses for credit and cultural immersion activities, all conducted in English and NO Japanese language skills are required.

Each year, JTW welcomes about 50-60 students from around the world, typically representing around 30 partner institutions across Europe, North America, Asia, and Oceania.

JTW offers experiential learning opportunities, such as field study trips, host family programs, and conversation partner programs.

Now, let’s move to the JLCC (Japanese Language and Culture Course). 

This program is for those who want to deepen their understanding of Japanese society and culture while enhancing their Japanese language skills for research in Japanese studies. 
JLCC hosts about 20 students each year, with all courses and activities conducted in Japanese. 
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Next, I will explain about Japanese Language Learning opportunities at Kyushu University.



= Japanese Language Courses for Exchange Students

Japanese Academic Courses

(JAGs) | Japanese Training Courses
Offered with credits for undergraduate or (JTCs)

exchange students, and consist of eight
levels, ranging from absolute beginners
up to advanced learners. Most courses
focus on developing specific skills in
reading, writing (Kanji, included),
speaking, or some combination of these.

Offered with non-credit for
undergraduate/ graduate/ Research
student, including exchange students
as an extracurricular activities.

As an exchange student at Kyushu University, you can take JACs or JTCs with NO additional fee.

JACs are for students seeking academic credits, (pause) and include eight levels from absolute beginner to advanced. 
They cover four categories: Integrated, Speaking, Kanji, and Writing. 

JTCs are non-credit extracurricular activities available for undergraduate, graduate, and research students, including exchange students. 

If you want to improve your Japanese skills, I believe JACs and JTCs will help you a lot.
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Before we finish, I’ll briefly cover the costs of studying at Kyushu University,

living in Fukuoka City, and the student support services at Kyushu University.

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If you study at Kyushu University as an exchange student, your tuition will be waived. 
Each exchange student is guaranteed a single dorm room for accommodation.

Fukuoka is well-known for its reasonable living costs, with lower rent and food expenses compared to other large cities like Tokyo, Osaka, and Nagoya.
