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Who Can Apply?

SP aims to support students who are typically underrepresented in higher
education and particularly at Durham. As places are highly sought after, we use
our eligibility and selection criteria to help us identify those applicants who we
feel will benefit the most from the programme.

To qualify applicants must:

e Bein Year 12.

e Be based in the North East.

¢ Have achieved at least eight GCSEs or
equivalent at grade 6 and have a strong
level of achievement in relevant subjects.

¢ Be attending a state school or college.

¢ Be currently living in the UK for a
minimum of three years prior to the time
of application.

¢ Be a UK national or have “settled
status”, except those on child student
visa and student visa.

e Attended schools or colleges with low
attainment and low progression rates to
higher education.

Additional Criteria:

We prioritise students from
underrepresented backgrounds. For
example: estranged students, first-
generation scholars, or those eligible for
free school meals (FSM).

Unsuccessful?

If your application was not successful, this is not
necessarily a reflection of your ability to study at
Durham University and we would still encourage you to
apply to the university through UCAS in Year 13. The SP
application form will ask you if you would like to receive
news and updates from us regarding other relevant
information and events. If you select yes to this then you
will still receive these communications from us even if
you are not successful in gaining a place on the
programme.

*Successful applicants are not required to choose Durham University
through UCAS. However as the aim of the programme is to support
students in their pursuit of a place at Durham University, we ask that you
